Today is the birth anniversary of one of the greatest leaders in the history of our
country Sardar Vallabhbhai Patel. Our country respectfully calls him the “Iron Man of India”.
Patel was born on October 31, 1875 in a village called Nadiad in the state of Gujarat. He was
born in a farmer’s family, studied hard and became a lawyer. But his mind turned towards
serving the people, and he joined the freedom struggle at the invitation of Mahatma
Gandhi.Along with Gandhiji, he participated in many national movements like the Non-
Cooperation Movement and the Salt Satyagraha and fought against the British rule. His
courage,selflessness and discipline made him a true leader. When India gained independence
in 1947, our country was divided into more than 500 independent states. Each state had its
own ruler and its own system.In that situation, building one India was a very difficult task, but
Vallabhbhai Patel made the impossible possible, he commented. Vice Principal NJK.Narendra
Kumar said that he merged those kingdoms into India with his intelligence, determination and
statesmanship, and that large areas like Hyderabad, Junagadh and Kashmir also joined India
due to his efforts. Political Science Lecturer Hariprasad said that it is because of him that we
live as “one India” today. That is why he is called the “architect of Indian unity”, and in 2014,
the Government of India declared his birthday as *National Unity Day*, remembering his
services.
